2. NRDMS Background of the District.

The NRDMS (Natural Resource Data Management System) wasa program by India's
Department of Science & Technology (DST) that created district-level centers to help local
governments and planners with decentralized planning. In Karnataka state council KSCST an
autonomous S&T organization under Department of Science & Technology, Government of
Karnataka initiated the Karnataka Natural Resource Data Management System (NRDMS)
program in 1992 and since then established District NRDMS Centers in all the state with active
support and funding from Department of Science & Technology (DST), Government of India and
Government of Karnataka. The NRDMS program has been institutionalized within the Rural
Development and Panchayath Raj (RDPR) department. In Chikkamagaluru District NRDMS
Center is established in the year 2006-2007.

In District NRDMS center uses geospatial technologies like GIS and remote sensing to compile
and analyze data on natural resources, socioeconomic factors, and infrastructure and
developing methodologies for building and promoting the use of spatial and Non-spatial data
management and analysis technologies in local area planning.

NRDMS district centers helped with a wide range of local development projects.

e Infrastructure: Developing GIS-based rural road plans and creating maps of infrastructure
like Godowns and cold storage facilities.

o Natural resources: Generating status reports on rainfall, crops, and groundwater levels.
They also mapped safer zones for stone crushing based on guidelines.

o Elections: Mapping polling stations and creating route maps for election personnel.

e Social programs: Supporting centrally and state-funded programs such as the National
Rural Employment Guarantee Act (NREGA), National Rural Livelihoods Mission (NRLM),
Swachh Bharat Mission (SBM).

The Chikkamagaluru district is covered by three distinct agro-climatic zones due to its varied

topography:

v The Hilly Zone [also known as the Malnad region] : This region covers the Western
Ghats part of the district and is known for heavy rainfall and a cool climate. It is home to
lush, dense forests and extensive coffee plantations. Taluks covered: Chikkamagaluru,
Mudigere, Koppa, Sringeri and Narasimharajapura

Characteristics: Wet evergreen to semi-evergreen forests, high humidity, and heavy rainfall,
especially during the southwest monsoon.

v The Southern Transition Zone : This zone acts as a bridge between the heavily
forested Malnad region and the eastern dry plains. It has a moist, sub-humid climate and
moderate rainfall. Taluks covered: Tarikere.

Characteristics: The landscape includes lateritic and brown forest soils, and the climate is
hot, moist, and sub-humid. It receives a moderate amount of rainfall compared to the other

two zones

v The Central Dry Zone : This zone covers the eastern parts of the district, which
receive much less rainfall

and have a hotter, drier climate. Taluks covered: Kadur, Ajjampura.

Characteristics: Predominantly has red and black soil, a hot and dry semi-arid climate and

is prone to drought. Agriculture in this region relies heavily on rainfall

Major rivers

Tunga River: Originating in the Varaha Parvata hills, the Tunga flows through
Chikkamagaluru and later joins the Bhadra River at Koodli to form the Tungabhadra.

Bhadra River: This River also begins in the Western Ghats and flows across the Deccan
Plateau. The Bhadra Dam, located near Lakkavalli village, harnesses its waters.

Hemavathi River: A major tributary of the Kaveri, the Hemavathi starts near Ballala
Rayana Durga in Chikkamagaluru. The Gorur Dam in Hassan district is built across this
river, providing water for irrigation.

Netravati River: Flowing westward from the Kudremukh range in Chikkamagaluru, this
river is a vital water source for coastal Karnataka and the city of Mangaluru.

Vedavathi River: This is another significant river in the district, also with its source in
the Western Ghats.

Reservoirs, lakes and Waterfalls

Ayyana Kere : This is the largest lake in the Chikkamagaluru district and the second
largest in Karnataka. An important source for irrigation, it is located at the eastern base
of the Baba Budan Range hills.

Bhadra Dam : The reservoir created by the dam across the Bhadra River is a significant
water source and forms the western border of the Bhadra Wildlife Sanctuary.

Jambadahalla Reservoir : A tranquil water body, this reservoir is located in the midst
of forested hills.

Hirekolale Lake : This man-made lake provides water to Chikkamagaluru town and is
known for its scenic beauty, with the Mullayanagiri hills in the background.

Waterfalls: such as Hebbe Falls, Jhari Falls, and Kalhatti Falls, contribute to the
district's water cycle, though they are primarily known as tourist destinati
